Introduction [Heading Level 1: Arial 10pt Bold]

Authors should follow the guideline set down below to ensure the correct format for the submission process to The Student Forum on Linguistics and Literature Conference. This guideline is a summary paper style which can be used as a direct tool to write a paper using Microsoft Word. Texts in [square brackets] indicate labeling style, and include brief description to lay outing style used in the paper. The accepted manuscripts will be published as hard copies in The Student Foliter 2015 book. The book will be printed based on the number of orders. 

Authors are fully responsible to the submitted manuscripts and the manuscripts should be original pieces of work, not been published before and not being considered for publication elsewhere. The language of the manuscripts is English.[Normal: Arial 10pt].

All texts in the paper should be single space and have left margins. The font used is Arial font, and the font size should follow this guideline. The paper size is A4 (210 mm x 297 mm). Top and bottom page margins are 25 mm, and left and right margins are 30 mm. 

Column and gutter width are 70 mm and 10 mm respectively.

Discussion [Heading Level 2: Arial 10pt Bold]
This section elaborates the finding(s) and discussion. It takes two third of the whole content of the text. The manuscripts should be written in 1000-1500 words on A4 paper size (including notes, tables, and figures), and should follow the structure and organization in this guideline. Please note overly long papers will be returned.

Table presentation is the easiest way to summarize and explain the information. It is put in center and should be consecutively numbered (Table 1, Table 2etc), and their captions should be written and positioned above the tables, as exemplified below:
